LIGHTNING

The 30/30 Rule

· When the flash is seen, count the number of seconds to the initial “bang” of its thunder.

· Divide the number of seconds by 5 to get the strike distance (in miles).

· Take shelter if the “Flash-to-Bang” delay is 30 seconds or less

· Stay undercover until 30 minutes past the last clap of thunder.

· LIMITED EFFECT WITH STORMS BUILDING OVERHEAD

DO NOT take cover in picnic shelters/pavilions, baseball dugouts, “rag top” convertible automobiles, open fields/high ground, trees or water.

TORNADO

If the Civil Defense Warning System sounds…

· Move away from the perimeter of the building and exterior glass.

· Proceed to the designated tornado shelter or main corridor.
· Crouch down and protect your head (go under a desk if necessary).

· Remain until the “all clear” is given.

· Vehicles are notorious as death traps in tornadoes, because they are easily tossed and destroyed. Either leave the vehicle for sturdy shelter or drive out of the tornado's path. When the traffic is jammed or the tornado is bearing down on you at close range, your only option may be to park safely off the traffic lanes, get out and find a sturdy building for shelter, if possible. If not, lie flat in a low spot, as far from the road as possible (to avoid flying vehicles).
